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Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and
Nepal: Navigating Progress and Challenges

Abstract

The article explores the implementation status, progress, and challenges of the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) in Nepal, examining the complex interplay
between the global initiative and the local setting. The SDGs, endorsed by the United
Nations General Assembly (UNGA) in 2015, serve as a comprehensive framework
for addressing interconnected challenges, including good governance, poverty
reduction, economic growth, environmental sustainability, and social justice. Nepal,
aligning its national development agenda with the 2030 Agenda, has set 159 targets
and 301 indicators (revised) across sixteen of the seventeen SDGs.

The integration and alignment of SDGs into Nepal’s political economy signifies a
commitment to good governance, sustainable growth, social justice, and prosperity.
Balancing development goals with environmental promotion becomes a delicate
task, reflecting the nation’s dedication to the SDGs’ powerful motto of “Leave No
One Behind.” Nepal's approach exemplifies the complex challenge and potential
success of aligning national development goals with global sustainability goals.

Nepal’s commitment to SDGs is evidenced through innovative collaborations,
including the strengthening of national policies and monitoring capacity initiative,
aligning its 15th and 16th Periodic Plans with SDGs. Initiatives for data availability,
localization, and capacity-building underscore Nepal’s commitment to effective SDG
implementation. Ongoing activities such as mid-term progress reviews, the study
of cost and financing strategy, involvement in VNR process, and the formulation
of a Smooth Transition Strategy for LDC Graduation highlight Nepal’s devotion to
continuous improvement.

The country’s meticulous timebound documentation, strategic alignment to policy
and program, Budget coding to specific SDGs, deliberation on high-level conferences,
preparation of the 3rd VNR, and ongoing activities highlight a comprehensive and
dynamic approach. On a global scale, governance structures at various levels are
crucial for SDG implementation and its progress. Nepal’s governance structure, with
committees at central, provincial, and local levels, plays a central role in decision-
making, monitoring, and evaluation.

Introduction

In the wake of global challenges and the urgent need for collective action, the United
Nations General Assembly unanimously endorsed the Sustainable Development Goals
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(SDGs) in September 2015, marking a paradigm shift towards a more sustainable and
equitable future. Comprising seventeen goals and 169 targets, the SDGs encompass
poverty reduction, inequality mitigation, environmental sustainability, healthy living,
sustainable economic growth, and the establishment of accountable, safe, and secure
societies.

As a developing country, Nepal faces unique socio-economic and environmental
challenges, and implementing these global goals is crucial for its overall progress
and development. In the context of Nepal, a Himalayan nation characterized by
rich biodiversity, abundant reserves, and cultural diversity, the pursuit of SDGs
holds significant relevance. Against the backdrop of this global initiative, Nepal has
embarked on its journey to achieve the SDGs, aligning its national development
agenda with the 2030 Agenda. With 159 targets and 301 indicators set across sixteen
of the seventeen goals, Nepal has taken a comprehensive approach to integrate
economic and social development.

The SDGs in Nepal serve as a guiding framework for the nation’s political and
economic landscape, emphasizing the importance of inclusive development,
environmental stewardship, and accountability. The country’s approach is rooted in
the belief that economic development should be intertwined with social progress
and environmental conservation. As Nepal works towards achieving the SDGs, the
nation’s political and administrative actors are tasked with navigating the delicate
balance between development goals and environmental preservation, all while
ensuring that no one is left behind - a mantra encapsulated by the SDGs’ powerful
motto: “Leave No One Behind."”

Major Discourse on Nepal and Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)

The SDGs provide a holistic framework that extends beyond economic growth,
incorporating social development and environmental protection. In Nepal’s context,
this commitment translates into fostering sustained, inclusive, and sustainable
economic growth, along with the promotion of decent work for all citizens. The
vision is not only to address the immediate needs of the population but also to
create a better future for those who have been historically marginalized, ensuring
that everyone can lead fulfilling lives and reach their full human potential.

Implement and monitor the progress of SDGs, Nepal has employed innovative means
of collaboration, bringing together various stakeholders, including the government,
private sector, civil society, academic institutions, and the United Nations system. The
Strengthening National Policy and Monitoring Capacity (SNPMQC) initiative from 2013
to 2017 stands out as a noteworthy effort. This initiative led to the publication of crucial
policy documents such as the MDGs Progress Report 2014, Nepal HDR 2014, and the
LDC Graduation Strategy paper of Nepal 2014, among others. In tandem with the
SNPMC initiative, Nepal has aligned its 15th Periodic Plan with the SDGs, establishing
a Results Framework that echoes the global goals. Nepal’s engagement with the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) is meticulously documented through various
reports and strategic initiatives that provide insights into the country’s progress and
roadmayp for 2016-2030. The SDGs Progress Reports for 2017 and 2020, as well as
the ongoing 2023 report, serve as crucial tools for evaluating Nepal’s advancement.
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The National Monitoring and Evaluation Bill, currently in the parliament, reflects
the country’s commitment to a robust monitoring system. Additionally, Nepal has
produced SDG indicators at the provincial level, emphasizing decentralized planning
and monitoring. The country’s dedication is further evident in capacity-building
programs for officials at the provincial level and various local levels focusing on
SDGs-based planning, budgeting, monitoring, and evaluation.

Furthermore, Nepal has undertaken initiatives to enhance data availability and
utilization. This includes developing a National Data Profile (NDP), ensuring
disaggregated data at the sub-national level, and creating an online portal on the
National Planning Commission (NPC) website for easy access to information. The
commitment extends to local governance through the formulation of a Localization
Manual/Guidelines of SDGs for Local Governments, emphasizing inclusivity and
grassroots involvement.

Similarly, Nepal’s approach to the SDGs is characterized by a blend of research,
innovation, and creativity, reflecting the nation’s determination to build a sustainable
and inclusive future for all its citizens. The strategic alignment of policies and
programs, meticulous monitoring and evaluation mechanisms, and collaborative
initiatives underscore Nepal’s commitment to translating the global vision of the
SDGs into tangible, impactful outcomes at the national level.

The Voluntary National Review (VNR) Reports of 2017 and 2020 further contribute
to the analysis, offering a comprehensive review of Nepal’'s commitment and efforts
towards achieving the SDGs. The NDP emerges as a vital resource, facilitating
data-driven decision-making and providing a comprehensive view of the country’s
developmentlandscape. The concept paper of the 16th plan underscores anintegrated
and indicative thematic approach, emphasizing economic structural transformation
to meet the aspirations of the people for rapid, sustained, and just development. This
signals Nepal’s strategic alignment of national development plans with the SDGs,
ensuring that the global goals are integrated into the fabric of the country’s long-
term vision.

Nepal’s commitment to a smooth transition strategy for Least Developed Country
(LDC) Graduation is noteworthy. The Development Plan, Medium-Term Expenditure
Framework (MTEF), Policies and Program of the Government, and Budget reflect a
systematic integration of SDGs into the fiscal and financial aspects of governance.
The coding of budget items according to SDGs, coupled with the SDGs Need
Assessment, Costing, and Financing Strategy, demonstrates Nepal’s dedication
to ensuring financial resources are aligned with the goals. This financial acumen
is complemented by Province and Local Level Planning Guidelines, emphasizing
decentralized planning and implementation.

A concerted effort is observed in knowledge dissemination and capacity-building
initiatives. The SDGs handbook for Parliamentarians and the Consolidated Monitoring
and Evaluation Guidelines serve as valuable resources for lawmakers and policymakers,
fostering the understanding of the SDGs. The SDGs Localization Resource Book
further empowers local actors, ensuring that the goals are not only understood at
the national level but are effectively translated into action on the ground.
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Ongoing activities, such as the mid-term progress review, preparation of the SDG
Summit, and the review of the Costing and Financing Strategy, highlight Nepal’s
commitment to continuous improvement and adaptability. The formulation of a
Smooth Transition Strategy (STS) for LDC Graduation and the 16th Plan involves
wider consultation and coordination, emphasizing an inclusive, result oriented and
participatory approach.

However, it is crucial to note the shades and limitations associated with the analysis.
The assessment acknowledges that progress data may not precisely correspond to
2022, potentially representing data up to that year or close to it. The reliance on 238
SDG indicators (79% of the total) for which progress data are available underscores
the importance of continued efforts to enhance data availability and accuracy.
Furthermore, the recognition that results may differ based on the availability of
additional indicators emphasizes the need for a comprehensive and dynamic
approach to monitoring and evaluation.

Major Progress of SDG Implementation

Globally, progress towards achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) has
been mixed. While notable advancements have been made in areas such as poverty
reduction and access to education, challenges persist in many regions. According
to the United Nations, extreme poverty rates have declined significantly, with over
one billion people lifted out of poverty since the adoption of the SDGs in 2015.
Additionally, strides in global health, such as the fight against HIV/AIDS and malaria,
highlight collaborative efforts and significant achievements. However, critical areas
like climate action, gender equality, and economic inequality still demand accelerated
action. The COVID-19 pandemic has exacerbated existing disparities, underscoring
the urgent need for a coordinated and intensified global commitment to realizing the
SDGs by 2030.

In the context of Nepal, the country has demonstrated a commitment to advancing
the SDGs despite facing unigue challenges. Notable progress has been made in
poverty reduction, with the national poverty rate decreasing significantly over the
past decade. Furthermore, Nepal has made commendable strides in providing access
to education, with increased enrolment rates and improvements in educational
infrastructure.

On a global scale, the progress of the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) is
intricately linked to governance structures at various levels. At the central, provincial,
and local levels of government, the distribution of powers and responsibilities for
SDG implementation is a critical factor. The central government in many countries,
including Nepal, has established committees to steer, coordinate, and implement
SDGs effectively. For instance, in Nepal, three committees operate at the central
level, chaired by the Prime Minister, Vice-Chairperson of the National Planning
Commission (NPC), and NPC members, respectively. These committees play a pivotal
role in decision-making, monitoring, and ensuring coordination among different
stakeholders. Moreover, involvement from civil societies, academic institutions, and
private sectors is crucial in the global context, contributing diverse perspectives,
resources, and expertise to achieve the SDGs collectively.

However, these efforts are not without risks. Globally and in Nepal, insufficient
sustainable development funding poses a significant risk, potentially limiting the
achievement of the SDGs. The failure to integrate SDGs into strategic and work
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planning processes at various governance levels may also jeopardize the effective
implementation of sustainable development goals and targets. Inadequate
performance monitoring and reporting, including the capture of best practices
and opportunities for improvement, could weaken the overall implementation of
the SDGs. Moreover, the lack of a robust assurance mechanism over SDG data by
Supreme Audit Institutions (SAI) raises concerns about the quality and comparability
of statistical data at national, regional, and global levels. Additionally, the failure
to share results may impede the ability to obtain assurance that capacity-building
development assistance resources are utilized effectively, and that best practices
remain unrecognized and unavailable for the benefit of others.

In the context of Nepal, the governance structure is designed to address these
challenges. Committees at the central level, particularly those chaired by the Prime
Minister and NPC members, play a crucial role in decision-making and monitoring the
achievement of SDGs. Coordination mechanisms, such as the committee chaired by
the Vice-Chairperson of NPC, ensure that decisions at different governance levels
are harmonized for effective implementation. However, the identified risks, such
as insufficient funding and inadequate assurance mechanisms, demand continuous
attention and strategic interventions to safeguard the progress of SDGs both globally
and within Nepal’s specific context.

The midway point in the implementation timeline of the Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs), established in September 2015, has been surpassed, marking a critical
juncture for reflection and evaluation. Over the period spanning from 2016 to 2022,
Nepal has demonstrated proactive engagement in the internalization of SDGs. This
endeavour is discernible through the formulation of extensive policy guidelines,
seamlessly integrated into the nation’s overarching plans and programs. Evident
strides in the socio-economic, environmental, and political spheres attest to the
tangible impact of these concerted efforts.

The second successive progress evaluation report of Nepal covers the timeframe of
years 2016 to 2022, following the inaugural assessment published in 2020, covering
the period from 2016 to 2019. Paramount in its emphasis is the steadfast commitment
of the government to vigilant monitoring and reporting on SDGs, underscoring a
commitment to transparency and accountability. The assessment, a comprehensive
endeavour employing a methodological synthesis of qualitative reviews, interviews,
and quantitative analyses, serves as a critical tool for evidence-based decision-
making. Despite inherent challenges, such as data quality, coordination, and
monitoring, Nepal’s unwavering commitment is evident in the integration of SDGs
into policies, strategies, and budgets.

In Nepal, progress towards achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)
in 2022 has seen significant variations across different goals and indicators. Among
the best-performing goals, Goal 11 - Sustainable Cities and Communities takes the
lead with an impressive progress status of 76.1%, followed by Goal 1 - End Poverty
at 62.9% and Goal 15 - Life on Land at 59.9%. On the contrary, the least progress has
been observed in Goal 8 - Decent Work and Economic Growth (14.2%), and Goal 9 -
Industry, Innovation, and Infrastructure (30.4%).
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Examining the indicators, the noteworthy achievements are in Multidimensional
Poverty Index (MPI) under Goal 1, with a remarkable progress of 17.4%, and the
percentage of households within 30 minutes travel time to health facilities surpassing
the target at 77.0% under Goal 3. Goal 5, Gender Equality, stands out with the Gender
Development Index (GDI) exceeding the 2022 target at 0.94. Similarly, Goal 6 sees
excellent progress in Basic Water Supply Coverage (96.4%) and Proportion of
Population with Access to Electricity (95.0%).

On the flip side, challenges persist in achieving certain indicators. The Annual Growth
Rate of Real GDP (Goal 8) lags significantly behind the target at 2.2%, while Industry’s
share in GDP (Goal 9) falls short at 12.9%. The Contraceptive Prevalence Rate (Goal
3) is at 43%, and the Renewable Energy Share in Total Final Energy Consumption
(Goal 6) is at 7.6% (without hydro). The Suicide Mortality Rate (Goal 3) also shows
concerning negative progress at 23.4 per 100,000 population.

Regarding data reporting, some goals boast a high percentage of data coverage.
Goals 4 (Quality Education), 5 (Gender Equality), and 13 (Climate Action) have
reported 100%, indicating a robust data collection system. Conversely, Goals 1
(No Poverty) and 8 (Decent Work and Economic Growth) have reported 55% and
58%, respectively, suggesting a need for improved data reporting mechanisms to
comprehensively assess progress in these areas.

Indicators reflecting the highest progress in Nepal exhibit substantial strides towards
achieving the 2030 targets. Notable achievements include the Poverty $1.9 Per Day
(PPP Value), where the 2022 progress stands at 15%, significantly closer to the target
of 8%. Similarly, the Multidimensional Poverty Index (MPI) showcases remarkable
improvement, with a progress rate of 17.4%, surpassing the 2022 target of 28.2%. The
Proportion of Population Covered by Social Protection Floors/Systems has surged
to 47%, outpacing the 2022 target of 41.7%, indicating positive developments in
social welfare.

The word ‘diploma’ was used in the days
of the Roman Empire to describe official travel documents. Later, the meaning was
extended to cover other official documents such as treaties with foreign tribes. In
the 1700’s the French used the term ‘diplomatie’ to refer to a person authorized
to negotiate on behalf of a state. The word diplomacy was first introduced into
English by Edmund Burke in 1796, based on the French word ‘diplomatie’ (which is
pronounced as diplomacy with English accent).
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Essentially, diplomacy encompasses the whole process by which governments
manage their international affairs. It is a way for opponents and friends to work
together to settle disputes amicably. Through diplomacy, states negotiate, converse,
influence one another, and resolve disagreements.

More specifically, diplomacy serves as the tool through which foreign policy is carried
out. The fact that most foreign policies are expressed in very general terms without
outlining precise steps for execution highlights the significance of diplomacy. The
main political tool that governments utilize to pursue their foreign policy objectives
is diplomacy. It’'s a direct communication approach that combines compulsion,
persuasion, adjustment, and agreement-making.

The Oxford English Dictionary defines diplomacy as “the management of international
relations by negotiation” or “the method by which these relations are adjusted and
managed".

Quincy Wright (1952) defined diplomacy as “The employment of tact, shrewdness,
and skill in any negotiation or transaction” and in the more special sense used
international relations as the art of negotiation, in order to achieve the maximum of
group objective with minimum of costs, within a system of politics in which war is a
possibility".

Hedley Bull defines diplomacy as ‘the conduct of relations between sovereign states
with standing in world politics by official agents and by peaceful means’.

Sir Earnest Satow (1962) asserts that: Diplomacy is the application of intelligence and
tact to the conduct of official relations between the governments of independent
states, extending sometimes also to their relations with vassal states; or briefly still,
the conduct of business between states by peaceful means.

In addition to giving nations a stage for friendly rivalry, sports can serve as a
vehicle for advancing peace, cross-cultural understanding, and people-to-people.
It is consequently assumed that diplomacy is involved with managing relations
between independent nations as well as between these states and other actors
based on the many meanings of the term provided by these sources. Though it can
sometimes be used to plan specific acts of violence or to maintain peace during
armed conflict, diplomacy is typically associated with nonviolent means of achieving
goals. Undoubtedly, the modern definition of diplomacy transcends the definitions
that occasionally restrict the term’s political-strategic meaning.

The purpose of diplomacy is to conduct international relations through dialogue
and negotiation to advance constructive relations between states. It secures a
cooperative agreement in which each party has its interests addressed in the best way.
It has evolved from a secret deal-making and conspiring system under monarchical
authority to a transparent democracy and a bewildering array of domestic and
international politics.

In modern-day diplomacy, international organizations and non-governmental
initiatives are also included with state governments. Today, successful international
and transnational alliance building is the most essential requirement of effective
diplomacy.

It entails using sporting events, championships, and tournaments to
push beyond cultural and political barriers and promote international collaboration
and communication.

According to American researcher S. Murray, sports diplomacy is the act of diplomacy
and representation, carried out by representatives of the sports institutions on behalf
of and with the consent of the state. If diplomacy is seen as a means of achieving a
state’s foreign policy goals, sports diplomacy is one of several tools of such a toolbox.
Such type of diplomacy uses the capabilities of athletes, sports officials and sports
competitions to create an attractive image of their country to the foreign public.

Sports diplomacy is about promoting sports to advance diplomatic affairs, peace,
and understanding. It includes using athletics to promote communication and
collaboration while bridging gaps across nations, cultures, and people. Sports
diplomacy may advance environmental conservation, gender equality, human rights,
and social and economic growth. It can also be used to improve diplomatic ties
between nations and to provide a forum for discussion of international problems.
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Some Anecdotes

Ping-Pong Diplomacy

Ping Pong Diplomacy is a historical event in the course of sports diplomacy that
unfolded in the early 1970s when American and Chinese table tennis players
exchanged visits. This unexpected interaction started a new chapter in the tense
relations between the United States and the People’s Republic of China. This
exchange helped thaw relations between the US and China, leading to President
Nixon’s visit to China in 1972 and the normalization of relations between the two
countries.

Olympic Diplomacy

The contemporary Olympic Games are among the most amazing instances of
diplomatic involvement through sport. The modern Olympics were founded by
the French educator and historian Pierre de Coubertin, who was convinced that
athletics might foster international friendship and peace. He offered everyone
on the planet a fresh viewpoint. The Olympic heritage demonstrates how sports
may be used as a diplomatic tool to advance global security.

The Olympic Games have been one of the most prominent examples of sport
diplomacy. The games bring together athletes from all over the world, providing
a platform for cultural exchange and international cooperation. Examples
include the 1936 Berlin Olympics, which were exploited by the Nazi regime for
propaganda, and the 1988 Seoul Olympics, which helped showcase South Korea’s
economic development and fostered diplomacy in East Asia

Football Diplomacies

During the tension between Russia and Georgia in 2008, a friendly football
match between the two countries’ national teams was arranged. Despite the
political tensions, the match went ahead, and it was seen as a small step towards
reconciliation. Similarly, The football match between the national teams of
Iran and the United States at the 1998 FIFA World Cup was symbolic in terms
of diplomatic relations. There was already a great amount of turmoil prior to
the match due to political disputes between the two states. Nevertheless,
athletes from both countries gave each other gifts and flowers, and were also
photographed together before the match. The match was a symbol of the warm-
up in lran-US relations, which eventually led to the two countries playing each
other in a friendly match in the United States in 2000.

Cricket Diplomacy

According to Paul Rockower, n the subcontinent, there is really only one religion
that unites India, Pakistan and Bangladesh: cricket.” One significant instance was
during the 2004 series between India and Pakistan when the Indian Prime Minister,
Atal Bihari Vajpayee, extended an invitation to the then Pakistani President,
Pervez Musharraf, to watch a cricket match in India. This gesture was seen as
a step towards normalizing relations between the two countries. Moreover, n
2005, India toured Pakistan for a cricket series, marking the first bilateral cricket
series between the two countries in almost 15 years. This series was significant
as it helped ease tensions and improve diplomatic relations between India and
Pakistan.
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Cricket has also played a role in diplomatic relations between Afghanistan
and Pakistan. Despite political tensions between the two countries, cricket
matches have provided opportunities for people-to-people contact and cultural
exchange. Also, India and Sri Lanka have a long history of using cricket as a tool
for diplomacy. In 1987, the Indian Prime Minister, Rajiv Gandhi, visited Sri Lanka
to sign the Indo-Sri Lanka Accord, and during his visit, he attended a cricket
match between India and Sri Lanka, symbolizing the close ties between the two

nations.

Assessing the signifance of Sport Diplomacy

Sports diplomacy can help bridge divides, break down stereotypes, and create a
platform for nations to engage in constructive dialogue and collaboration. It often
involves athletes, sports organizations, and government agencies working together to leverage the
unifying power of sports to address global issues and improve international relations.

Today, sports diplomacy acts as a factor of integration, serves as an “ambassador
of peace”, and helps to establish friendly relations between different countries
and societies. But on the other hand, sports are also frequently used for different
purposes, far from the achievement of peace in the world. In the context of particular
political circumstances, international relationships and diplomatic objectives, sports
diplomacy can be used both to resolve problematic issues and to serve as a trigger
for conflicts or as an instrument of political pressure. This duality is the defining
characteristic of sports as a political tool.

Roger Levemore and Adrian Budd in their book ‘Sport and International Relations’
argued that sport has often considered as a significant vehicle through which states
accord recognition. Roger Levemore and Adrian Budd (2004) states “the case for
many African states, which often only register a ‘positive’ and successful image in the
international community by doing well at international sporting events”. For Example,
Senegal during 2002 FIFA World Cup reached quarterfinal and was successful in
demolishing the stereotyped as a backward, traditional society through its intelligent
and successful football performance.

Sport as Soft Power

Sport diplomacy serves as a potent form of soft power, leveraging the appeal and
universality of sports to achieve diplomatic objectives and shape international
perceptions. Soft power, a concept introduced by Joseph Nye, refers to the ability of
a country to influence others through attraction and persuasion rather than coercion
or force. Sport diplomacy embodies this notion by utilizing sports as a tool for cultural
exchange, fostering goodwill, and building relationships across borders. Scholars
have extensively analyzed the effectiveness and significance of sport diplomacy as
a soft power tool.

Professor Paul Richards argues that successful sports diplomacy projects a positive
national image and can significantly influence international perceptions of a country.
Hosting major sporting events or achieving success in sports competitions can
enhance a nation’s reputation, projecting values such as excellence, fair play, and
inclusivity. For example, the success of the London 2012 Olympics enhanced Britain’s
global standing and contributed to its soft power
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Secondly, sport diplomacy promotes people-to-people connections and cultural
understanding. Professor Simon Chadwick highlights how sports facilitate interactions
among individuals from diverse backgrounds, transcending linguistic, cultural,
and political barriers. Through sports exchanges, international tournaments, and
grassroots initiatives, sport diplomacy fosters mutual respect and empathy among
participants, contributing to greater cross-cultural understanding and cooperation.

Moreover, sport diplomacy contributes to socio-economic development and public
diplomacy efforts. Sports initiatives, such as development programs and sports
exchanges, can address social issues, promote health and education, and empower
marginalized communities. These initiatives not only enhance a country’s soft power
but also demonstrate its commitment to global development and humanitarian
causes, garnering international goodwill and support.

International Sporting event hosting were once very limited to thousands are now
witnessed by millions. As the world is quickly moving towards global and technological
world, sport events and matches are shared by large number of people with access
to the most rudimentary technologies. Since, these kinds of event are largely viewed
by audiences, state, government and non-state actors strongly focus on hosting the
event so that the nation can portray their images and their resources

Therefore, organizing major sporting events, like the FIFA World Cup, Cricket World
Cup or the Olympics, provides a platform for countries to showcase their culture,
infrastructure, and hospitality. Nowadays, the practice of using sports as a tool of
diplomacy is reflected not only in the hosting of competitions but also in the creation
of programs, documents and institutions that in one way or another coordinate these
activities.

Prospect of Sport Diplomacy in Nepal
