The National Judicial Academy,
Nepal (NJA-Nepal) is an autonomous
institution established on March
17,2004 under the National Judicial
Academy Ordinance, 2004 which
was subsequently replaced by the
National Judicial Academy Act,
2006. NJA-Nepal works under the
broad policy guidelines of a sixteen
member Judicial Academy Council
led by the Rt. Hon'ble Chief Justice
of Nepal.

Its main objective is to serve the
training and research needs of
judges, government attorneys,

government legal officers, judicial
officers, private law practitioners
and others who are directly
involved in the administration of
justice.

NJA-Nepal adopts an inclusive
approach and focuses on working
with wide cross-sectionsin the area
of administration of justice through
different activities like imparting
training, undertaking research and
producing publications, reports
and so on.
