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Political Economy of Aid for Trade and its Impacts on Nepal’s
Trade Performance

Abstract:

Aid for Trade (AfT) is a modified method of aid distribution that supports trade liberalization.
The political economy of AfT is a WTO initiative that delivers overseas development assistance
while placing a greater emphasis on commerce (ODA). The original intent was to offer AfT to help
developing nations strengthen their trade capacities, with a focus on developing the productive
capacities of Least Developed Countries (LDCs), such as Nepal. This study investigates whether
AfT aids Nepal in enhancing its export performance and increasing its trade capacity.

Using secondary data, this study evaluates the flow of AfT in emerging and less developed
countries with a particular focus on Nepal and its effects on export performance. According to
this analysis, AfT has helped Nepal get more AfT to some extent, but the WTO-led AfT program
is inconsequential to Nepal's export performance. Additionally, contrary to what development
partners claimed, additionality in aid has not been achieved. For poor nations like Nepal to be
able to compete internationally, the AfT effort needs to be improved upon and development
partners need to show greater commitment.

1. Background
1.1 Context

Trade is an important part of the economy. The export component of trade is widely regarded
as a driver of economic growth. Each country in this globalized world is now focusing
on its economy rather than its other strengths. Developing countries, particularly least
developed countries, expect to benefit from economic integration with the global economy.
The World Trade Organization (WTO) established its goals and functions to assist these
small and developing economies through trade liberalization. In this context, the World
Trade Organization (WTO) launched the Aid for Trade (AfT) initiative to mobilize Overseas
Development Assistance (ODA) by mainstreaming trade into these countries' development
agendas. The Aid for Trade initiative provides technical and financial assistance to developing
countries with the goal of increasing trade capacity. Aid for Trade is found to be a trade
focused construct, but it’s impact in trade capacity building and development of developing
country is being questionable.

Aid for Trade encompasses a wide range of activities, including goods, services, and
intellectual property protection in the context of trade. Countries, regardless of their level of
development, have liberalized their trade in the wave of economic globalization, though the
rate of trade liberalization varies by country. The process of liberalization has been accelerated
further by neo-liberalization, and the establishment of the World Trade Organization (WTO)
in 1995 is regarded as a major milestone in the process.

Foreign aid has played an important role in the Nepalese economy. Development assistance
has mobilized a significant portion of the development budget. As an LDC, Nepal faces
numerous challenges in developing its economy. Nepal's foreign aid policy has emphasized
mobilizing AfT with the goal of building productive capacity for export promotion, addressing
non-tariff trade barriers, developing a conducive environment for investment, improving
trade facilitation measures, and constructing trade infrastructures (OPMCM: 2071).

The LDCs members may use their trade policy flexibility under special and differential
treatment provisions, as provided in the various WTO agreements currently in development,
including extended deadlines for implementing commitments, actions to increase their
trading opportunities, and assistance to help them develop the infrastructure necessary to
participate in global trade (WTO). The WTO asserts that the relationship between trade
and development is explicitly acknowledged and addressed in its agreements. Following a
significant protest at the Seattle Ministerial, the Doha Ministerial Conference in November
2001 saw the announcement of the so-called "development agenda," also known as the
"Doha Development Round," by the trade ministers.

The 2005 Hong Kong Ministerial Declaration stressed the key significance of development
in line with the Doha Declaration's spirit of development. The Hong Kong Ministerial
introduced the Aid for Trade program with the goal of enhancing supply-side capability
to support trade competitiveness of developing and LDCs. A number of resolutions were
adopted by the Bali Ministerial Conference in 2013 under the developmental pillar (wto.org).

The Aid for Trade Task Force, established by the WTO, recommended various categories
of AfT, including technical assistance for trade policy and regulation, the development of
productive capacity, trade-related infrastructure, trade-related adjustment, and other trade-
related needs, as priorities in recipients' national development strategies in a report that
was submitted to the WTO in 2006. As one of the main delivery mechanisms for Aid for
Trade, WTO members created a structure called the Enhanced Integrated Framework (EIF)
(wto.org). Inasame vein, the Nairobi Ministerial Conference recognized the role the Enhanced
Integrated Framework (EIF) played in mainstreaming trade into LDC development plans
and increasing their trade capacity to help them realize the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development (WT/MIN (15)/DEC). In addition, the WTO says that the Standards and Trade
Development Facility (STDF) is another cooperation it has to assist developing members
in meeting SPS and TBT requirements. The Aid for Trade Secretariat is located within the
WTO, which also oversees the STDF trust fund.

Statement of the problem

Through a difficult negotiation process, Nepal became the first LDC member of the World
Trade Organization (WTO) in 2004. Nepal has stated its steadfast support for a multilateral
trading system that is fair, rule-based, predictable, balanced, and transparent. With Nepal's
participation in a number of organizations and institutions, such as LDCs and landlocked
developing countries (LLDCs), Nepal has been advocating on behalf of the interests of
underdeveloped, small, and landlocked developing nations within the WTO and has been
one of the recipients of the AfT program. However, imports dominate Nepal's foreign trade,
and exports have been stagnant.

LDCs export is still less than 1 percent in global merchandise trade and major portion of this
export consist of three LDCs; Bangladesh, Cambodia and Myanmar. Other LDCs are facing
high trade deficit despite trade liberalization. To address these challenges the concept of AfT
came into a modality for ODA for uplift LDCs and developing countries but still exports
become a beacon of hope for LDCs like Nepal.

The Istanbul Programme of Action (IPOA) goals have only made modest progress, according
to UNCTAD, and it calls for enhancing current international support measures (ISMs) in
favor of LDCs. Stronger support through the Aid for Trade initiative is required to harness
trade preferences for LDCs and make trade liberalization successful. For LDCs, addressing
issues concerning non-tariff measures (NTMs), digital trade, technology transfer, and trade
in services requires adequate policy space.

The Nairobi WTO Ministerial Conference highlighted the importance of the Aid for Trade
project to develop supply-side capability and trade-related infrastructure, gave priority to
the requirements of the LDCs, and recognized the need for its continuation. AfT also aims
to increase institutional and implementation capacities in LDCs and non-LDCs, as well as
trade-related capacities. It is a component of overall grants and loans with concessions for
trade-related projects and programs, including Official Development Assistance (ODA).
Although LDCs are given priority for AfT, relatively little help is provided specifically
for LDCs.

LDCs are impacted by the global recession brought on by COVID-19 because of decreased

trade, capital, and remittance flows, which results in slower or negative GDP growth. The

risk of LDCs has also grown due to the unknowns surrounding the pandemic's spread and

persistence, UNCTAD (2021).

In response to this problem identification, the following research questions have emerged

that demand an in-depth analysis of how AfT affects Nepal's export competitiveness.

a.  What is the trend and flow of Aid for Trade in recipient countries, particularly Nepal?

b. How has the WTO-led AfT initiative play role in the export performance of Nepal?

c.  What policy changes could be implemented to improve AfT's effectiveness in boosting
Nepal's trade competitiveness?

Objective of the Study

The objective of this research paper is to evaluate the impact and importance of Aid for

Trade in LDCs in general and Nepal in particular. The specifics objectives of the study are as

follows:

=  To examine the trend and flow of Aid for Trade in the recipients’ countries and
particularly in Nepal.

= To explore the relationship between AfT and Nepal’s export performance.

= To analyze Aid for Trade initiative as development assistance and explores policy
prescriptions in boosting Nepal’s trade competitiveness.
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2. Literature Review

Rajan and Subramanian (2008) came to the conclusion that aid had a less favorable effect on
growth. The key finding is that aid has a negative impact on the country's competitiveness, which
is shown in the fact that less labor-intensive goods were produced, as well as in the manufacturing
sector's tradable industries. Additionally, they claim that these are symptoms of the Dutch sickness,
which are brought on by the overvaluation of the real exchange rate brought on by assistance
inflows.

According to Doucouliagos & Paldam (2009), foreign aid hasn't generally produced any positive
benefits during the past 40 years. On the other hand, Burnside & Dollar (2000) demonstrated that
foreign aid had good effects when certain unique circumstances, such as enhanced institutional
and policy environments, were present.

Utilizing data on a sizable selection of poor nations, Cali and Velde (2010) investigated the role
of various forms of aid for trade. They discovered that assistance with trade facilitation lowers
transaction costs and has a broad, favorable, and considerable influence on exports. The allocation
was skewed toward sectors that were already performing well, and they discovered a strong
positive connection between exports and exports at the sectoral level.

According to Moreira (2010), countries with poor infrastructure and weak institutional foundations
perform poorly in international trade. According to his analysis, AfT would eventually benefit
by offering opportunities for advancement. While Hithne, Meyer, and Nunnenkamp (2014)
conducted bi-directional research to examine the impact of aid for trade and discovered that it not
only boosts imports from donors but also exports from recipient countries.

Adhikari R., & Sapkota C. (2011) examined Aid for Trade in ICTSD policy paper and discovered
that AfT disbursements to Nepal decreased by almost 15% in the post-Hong Kong era compared
to the base period. They discovered that there was no additionality in aid distribution, and that
expenditures for increasing productive capacity were down 41%. International Centre for Trade
and Sustainable Development (ICTSD) country case studies conducted in 2012 in Cambodia,
Malawi, Mauritius, and Nepal also give weight to the effectiveness of aid for trade with regard to
trade performance and drew slightly different conclusions.

According to Vijil and Wagner (2012), institutional channel has only a minor beneficial impact on
exports from less developed nations, whereas infrastructure channel is a substantial determinant
of export success. Their empirical research also demonstrated that infrastructure help has a
significant and advantageous effect on the level of infrastructure. They discovered that a 10%
increase in infrastructure aid commitments per capita in developing nations causes an average
2.34 % rise in exports as a percentage of GDP.

Ghimire (2013) revealed that AfT programs have a positive effect on exports' level and variability
measurements. His research also uncovered compelling evidence in favor of such well-targeted
help, providing a powerful avenue for economic expansion and progress in underdeveloped
nations. In other cases, financial assistance is also influenced by the political and strategic interests
of the nations that provide it, which are related to the economic requirements of the beneficiaries.
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The assessment of AfT accountability measures by Cadot et al. (2014) found some evidence
in favor of the focus on lowering trade costs through investments in both physical and soft
infrastructures. They produce mixed results across various industries and accountability methods.

Naito (2016) looked at a two-country endogenous growth model and found two outcomes:
first, stable growth was produced by an increase in the AfT/GDP ratio that was constant across
time. Second, an internal growth maximizing aid to GDP ratio can develop under appropriate
circumstances. Udvari (2010) investigated the efficacy of Aid for Trade and discovered that the
absolute value of AfT declaration has changed significantly. They used correlation analysis, which
revealed important connections between the economic sectors and the success of exports.

According to study conducted by the United Nations Economic and Social Commission for Asia
and the Pacific (UNESCAP) using an augmented gravity model, a USD 1 contribution of AfT
leads in roughly a USD 67 boost in total exports one year later throughout the Asia Pacific area.

Using data on 5 developing countries gathered from the OCED AfT database for the period
of 2002 to 2015, Qureshi A.A., & Alam S. (2020) investigated the impact of Aid for Trade in
developing countries of Asia. They discovered that AfT had an impact on improving overall trade
received in various sectors. The findings indicate that while banking and financial services and
Trade Related Policies (TRP) have negligible influence on trade, help received in the agricultural
and transportation sectors has positive and significant effects on trade.

According to UNCTAD 2020, strengthening of the Aid for Trade initiative from EIF mechanism
is crucial form of support to productive sectors and trade-related infrastructure. It is key for
making international support measures and also for strengthening of trade-related technical
assistance. The UNCTAD report also depicts economic situation of LDCs which was clearly
different when the global financial crisis of 2008—-2009 broke out as they had weathered the
international turbulence relatively better than initially expected. Similarly, COVID-19 crisis has
severely affected the process of growth and development of LDCs, including a setback or reversal
in their progress towards reaching their development goals, starting with poverty. The financial
crisis induced through pandemic resulted in a sharp shrinking in the external demand for LDC
goods and services as well as lowering the prices of LDCs exports.

There are very less literature available on the quantitative evidence about the effects of AfT in
Nepal’s trade performance. Hence, there is a need to analyze impact of AfT in Nepal’s export
performance after Nepal’s access to the WTO.

3. Methodology of the Paper

This study is mostly based on quantitative information found in databases and publications
from organizations like the OECD, WTO, UNCTAD, Ministry of Industry, Commerce, and
Supplies (MoICS), Trade and Export Promotion Center (TEPC), and publications from other
relevant organizations. It examines secondary information about aid mobilization's effects on
trade performance, with a focus on Nepal's exports. Additionally, this study uses content analysis
to examine the evolution of the AfT project in ODA and its integration into Nepal’s foreign aid
policy.
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4. Discussion and Substantiation
4.1 Aid for Trade Flow Analysis

Total volume of AfT disbursed from 2006 to 2017 reached 410 billion US dollar in which 154.9
billion dollar was disbursed to Asia and 146.2 billion to Africa (See Chat 1). According to OECD
Credit Reporting System (CRS) data, Nepal received US$278.8 million foreign aid for trade in
2016 (WTO, 2018). Chart 1 depicts AfT disbursement in Nepal by sector. This chart presents a
general trend of AfT trade flows in Nepal in three-year interval. Nepal received moderate amount
of assistance in three sectors: transport and storage, energy and agriculture, and tourism, industry,
forestry, fishing, trade policies, and communication sectors. Communication sector had utilized
lower tiny amount of AfT.

According to OECD Creditor Reporting database, Nepal received 1274.57 million US dollars
AfT, the highest among the sectors, during 2005-20 19 followed by energy, agriculture (1182,
789.71 million USD) and banking and financial sectors (457.44 million USD).

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The EIF is the main mechanism through which LDCs access AfT and there is not enough pledge
made by development partners under EIF. Chart 2 below shows that none of the sectors disbursed
more than 8 million for Nepal on trade capacity building sector. Contrary to the claim that LDCs
are prioritized for AfT, the share of LDC-specific support in AfT has remained very low in LDCs.
Chart 3 depicts that top ten recipients AfT in 2019 were developing countries, except Bangladesh.

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4.2 Aid for Trade Projects in Nepal
4.2.1 Aid for Trade priority sector and financing in Nepal

Nepal has given transport infrastructure, connecting to value chains and building
international competitiveness as top three priority sectors for aid for trade mobilization.
According to OECD, DAC-CRS database, Nepal shares on AfT in development finance
is lower than the LDCs average from 2006 to 2017 and share of AfT in fixed capital
formation has remained below that the LDCs average. It shows mobilization of AfT in
Nepal has not been impressive.

4.2.2 Nepal Enhanced Capacities for Trade and Development (NECTRADE)
Project

As a major delivery mechanism of AfT, the Enhanced Integrated Framework (EIF)
for Trade Related Assistance for Least Developed Countries (LDCs), focuses Trade
Competitiveness and Trade Related Capacity Building of the LDCs. The EIF is a multi-
donor program that assists LDCs in becoming more active participants in the global
trading system by assisting them in overcoming supply-side trade barriers. The program
represents a collective commitment from all EIF stakeholders to provide results locally,
with a broader objective of fostering economic growth, sustainable development, and
assisting in the emancipation of more people from poverty.

In Nepal, there were two project tiers under the Enhanced Integrated Framework (EIF):
tier land tier 2. To support EIF efforts in Nepal, the Nepal Enhanced Capacities for
Trade and Development (NECTRADE) Project was launched. The goal of the project
was to improve national EIF arrangements so that Nepal could better own Trade Related
Technical Assistance (TRTA) and reap the rewards of the global trade system. Phases I
and II of EIF Nepal were completed in February 2017.

AfT-EIF Tier 2 Projects

Nepal’s implemented, Implementing the NTIS in the Sector of Medicinal and Aromatic Plants
(IN-MAPs) Project, Pashmina Enhancement and Trade Support (PETS) Project and Ginger
Competitiveness Project under Tier 2 schemes.

Analysis of Nepal’s trade scenario

Since joining the WTO in 2004, Nepal's export growth has stalled while import growth has risen
sharply. The merchandise trade imbalance for Nepal is shown in Table 1 and has increased from
89.9 billion in FY2004/05 to 314.7 billion in FY2009/10, 697.9 billion in FY2014/15, and 1398.7
billion in FY2020/21. Nepal's exports remained stagnant for these 16 years, causing a significant
trade deficit that put pressure on the current account balance of the nation. The ratio of exports to
imports climbed from 1:2.5 in FY 2004/05 to 1:15.31 in FY 2017/18, which was the greatest ratio
during that time, and then slightly decreased to 1:10.91 in FY 2020/21.

In FY 2020/21, exports had a modest growth, and they historically crossed the 100 billion NR
threshold for the first time. The trade imbalance was somewhat reduced as a result of a sharp
increase in the exports of soybean oil, which accounted for 53 billion exports in FY 2020/21.
Sustainability is crucial in this type of export as Nepal has seen fluctuations in the exports of some
commodities to India, which have been significantly impacted by Indian trade policy.

Export performance of the NTIS and AfT Sectors

In order to prepare the NTIS 2010 and upgrade it in 2016, Nepal obtained assistance from AfT.
Ginger, MAPs, and Pashmina items have received AfT projects as priority in the NTIS, and there
have been some actions to promote the export of these products. The exports of these goods
stagnated, as can be seen in chart 4 &5 below in the export figure. The two main exports from the
fiscal years 2014—15 to 2020-21 were cardamom and tea, which account for a sizable share of
agricultural products despite what appears to be a stagnant market.

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The percentage of exports of the NTIS-prioritized goods from fiscal years 2014—15 to 2020-21
is shown in Table 2 below. These products made up a sizeable portion of Nepal's total exports of
commodities, which ranged from 26.5 percent in fiscal year 2020/21 to 47.8 percent in 2015/16.
The pattern reveals a slowdown in exports throughout this time, which coincided with the pattern
of NTIS product exports. Despite AfT interventions and NTIS-focused initiatives, the NTIS
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percentage of exports has been steadily declining since the fiscal year 2018/19. AfT in Nepal
interventions have not been sufficient due to the fact that overall exports and the percentage of
NTIS export trend have remained poor links and found to be uninspiring.

5.0 Findings

The support for AfT in Nepal has remained moderate in terms of its efficacy. The AfT project
was unable to improve Nepal's trade performance since it had little impact on increasing
Nepal's trade sector's competitiveness. From 2005 to 2019, less support and money were
distributed than the average for LDCs and significantly less than for developing nations.

AfT must increase in scope and intensity in order to carry out more prompt, demand-driven
interventions, particularly in the areas of improving production capacity, constructing ICT
infrastructure for trade, boosting supply-side capacity, and technology transfer. In order to
generate funding for trade through trade SWAP, Nepal needs to concentrate on negotiations
at the WTO. Strong coordination and synergy are required across initiatives connected to
commerce.

Even while AT is well-liked by LDCs and donor communities, significant support from
donors is still insufficient. The market opportunities LDCs gained from trade liberalization
and preferential policies require more attention to the value chain development of more
products in order to overcome the export limitations they confront. The expression of
priority demands is equally crucial for addressing Nepal's capacity limitations. Between
development partners' pledges and AfT disbursements, there is a significant disparity.

AfT operations haven't been implemented on schedule or with enough additionality
throughout this time. In the post-Covid economic environment, the government of Nepal
and AfT donors must prioritize strengthening domestic exportable sector capacities and
resource mobilization. Nepal needs to review and update its export and trade policies after
consulting with more stakeholders. The NTIS has to be upgraded to reflect the nation's full
export potential.

To achieve real outcomes in the trade and investment sectors, Nepal must advocate for
bigger pledges and efficient Aid for Trade mobilization. Demand-driven projects must be
undertaken with increased AfT support in order for LDCs like Nepal to graduate with ease.
To achieve the SDGs, AfT needs to be mobilized in a new way, and Nepal and the LDCs
need to receive more attention when it comes to technology transfer.

From a global political-economic perspective, trade liberalization necessitates more
collaboration and partnership. However, this study reveals that there has been a greater flow
of aid to developing nations than to LDCs. Donors must reconsider this finding, and their
hidden interest in providing ODA with a focus on AfT must be minimized by taking into
account how important AfT is for integrating and assisting LDCs in the global economic
environment.

Conclusion

Due to the developed nations' reluctance to prioritize supporting LDCs, Aid for Trade
implementation was delayed. The support has been implemented in an average manner
because it falls under the umbrella of traditional international development assistance. Since
the AfT was supposed to focus primarily on LDCs, a large amount of the funding went to
developing nations, which was against the spirit of the arrangement. It is discovered that
Nepal's AfT priority has changed over time. Nepal received some important initiatives that
were helpful but not essential in really increasing trade capability. As substantial NTIS
exports and Aid for Trade deliveries did not lead to exports of financed sectors, Nepal's Aid
for Trade utilization and efficacy was determined to be subpar.

Nepal's foreign aid policy has prioritized aid for trade in accordance with the directive and
the requirements of the nation. In order to increase donor collaboration for additional AfT
delivery, Nepal must talk with the donors. While negotiating with Aid for Trade donors at the
WTO, Nepal must take a firm stance.

To create measurable results in the trade and investment sectors and to increase productive
capacity, Nepal shall advocate for greater pledges and more effective Aid for Trade to LDCs
and graduate countries. Additionally, Nepal must be given the freedom to decide what
matters most when mobilizing aid for trade.

In order for Nepal to consistently graduate from the LDC category, additional aid for trade
is required. To achieve the SDGs, it is necessary to mobilize extra development aid on top
of Aid for Trade. Similar to that, this study found that LDCs should get more focus on
technology transfer and investment promotion. The developed world must be more giving
by offering technical assistance in crucial areas of trade competitiveness to less developed
nations like Nepal in order to fully realize the benefits of global trade.
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Individual Work Performance and Job Satisfaction:
Life Satisfaction as a Mediator

Abstract

Individual work performance includes actions aligned to the goals of organization. Life and
job satisfaction are the positive emotions related to the life as a whole and the job.Does life
satisfaction mediate the relationship between individual work performance and job satisfaction?
This research question guided this study based on survey method of data collection from 2303
employees of Nepal working in various industries like medicine, education, service, engineering,
or labor. Findings showed that life satisfaction significantly mediates the relationship between the
individual work performance and job satisfaction, indirect effect=. 09, direct effect=. 39. Nearly
one-fifth effect on job satisfaction was from mediation. The conclusion is that the concept of
positive spillover in occupational health psychology gains more confidence, and employers need

to help employees enhance their life satisfaction if they want satisfied persons at their workplace

Introduction

The individual behaviors or actions that are oriented towards the goals of organization refer to
individual work performance (Koopmans et al. , 2016). There are different types of performance
and multiple types of well-being (Taris & Schaufeli, 2014) such as life satisfaction and job
satisfaction. Promoting both is the goal of the organization but there is a tradeoff sometimes.

Individual Work Performance

Work performance refers to the individual actions that contribute to the goals of organization
(Campbell & Wiernik, 2015). Individual work performance (IWP) has major three dimensions:
task performance, contextual performance, and counterproductive behaviors (Koopmans et al. ,
2016). Other dimensions like adaptive performance (Koopmans et al. , 2011) are also possible.
Task performance refers to the skills with which employees perform the tasks central to their
job. Behaviors that support the context of functioning of technical core mean the contextual
performance. Counterproductive behavior is the behavior that harms the well-being of
organization. A study (Adhikari, 2020) found that emotionally intelligent employees score low in
measure of counterproductive behavior. Declarative knowledge, skill and motivation may be the
determinants of work performance (McCloy et al. , 1994). Performance is considered a positive
variable in organizational behavior.
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Job Satisfaction

The job attitude that refers to the evaluation about job and its aspects is job satisfaction. In
other words, it refers to the positive feelings gathered from experience of doing a job and being
related to it. Job satisfaction depends on factors related to job design (like feedback, autonomy,
meaningfulness of job), employee (like emotional disposition), social environment at work (like
supervisor relationship, social support) and growth opportunities (Levy, 2017). A study (Adhikari,
2018) had found that salary increase significantly increases job satisfaction in Nepali employees
to a small extent. It is also significantly correlated with work motivation (Maharjan, 2012). Job
satisfaction leads to organizational commitment (Timalsina et al. , 2018), more performance, less
absenteeism, and lower counterproductive behaviors (Levy, 2017). Job satisfaction is not only
affected by work-related factors like individual work performance but also by life-related factors
such as life satisfaction.

Life Satisfaction

Life satisfaction is the extent to which one finds their life full, meaningful, rich or of high quality
(VandenBos, 2015). Life satisfaction is influenced by factors such as friendship quality and
network (Amati et al. , 2018), financial satisfaction (Diener & Diener, 2009), self-efficacy (Wright
& Perrone, 2010), spending quality time with family and nature, recreation, break from work for
refreshment (Sirgy et al. , 2011), religiosity promoting social interaction (Okulicz-Kozaryn, 2010)
and job satisfaction (Judge & Watanabe, 1993). Some aspects of work life like individual work
performance and job satisfaction are likely to affect life satisfaction.

Relationship between Individual Work Performance, Job Satisfaction, and Life Satisfaction

Life satisfaction is significantly associated with work performance (Jones, 2006). It is likely
to predict work performance (like organizational citizenship behavior) and vice versa. Growth
opportunities, social support at work, appreciation and management related to job satisfaction
can predict life satisfaction (Filiz, 2014). Life satisfaction is a significant correlate rather than the
cause of job satisfaction (Judge & Watanabe, 1993). The correlations between individual work
performance, life satisfaction and job satisfaction are clearly understood but the understanding
about life satisfaction mediating the relationship between individual work performance and
job satisfaction has not come yet. This study targets to determine if life satisfaction can be the
mediator. Figure 1 shows the conceptual model for the analysis of this study.

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Theoretical Framework

Positive spillover is the process in which experiences in a role can enhance the quality or
performance of another role (Bakker & Derks, 2010). On the basis of this theory, life satisfaction
can enhance the level of job satisfaction by the process of family-work enrichment. Many studies
support spillover hypothesis (Rain et al. , 1991). For example, marital satisfaction and home
affect are influenced by daily job satisfaction (Ilies et al. , 2009). Life satisfaction significant
predicts the job satisfaction (Schmitt & Pulakos, 1985). This study aims to test if life satisfaction
can enhance job satisfaction. Specifically, the hypothesis being tested is: life satisfaction mediates
the relationship between individual work performance and job satisfaction.

Methods

This quantitative study has a survey design. The data was collected through the network of BA
(Psychology) students in a government-owned college in Kathmandu.

Instruments

English version of Individual Work Performance Scale (Koopmansetal.,2016) wasused to measure
individual work performance and its components: task performance, contextual performance, and
counterproductive behaviors. It is a valid test (Koopmans et al. , 2014) that has 18 items with the
last five measuring counterproductive behaviors, the first five measuring task performance, and
the remaining measuring the contextual performance. The total score was found out by summing
task and contextual performance scores and subtracting counterproductive behavior score. Each
item in it can be rated in 5-point scale (0 meaning seldom to 4 meaning always). The satisfaction
with life scale (Diener et al. , 1985) was used to measure life satisfaction. It is a 7-point Likert
scale with five items, each item rated from strongly disagree to strongly agree. The higher score in
it means more life satisfaction. Minnesota Satisfaction Questionnaire Short Form (University of
Minnessota, 1977) was used to measure job satisfaction. It is a 5-point Likert scale with options
ranging from very dissatisfied to very satisfied. The higher score in it means more job satisfaction.
A questionnaire to collect sociodemographic details of the participants was also used.

Participants

Total of 2303 participants M,,=31. 52, SD_ =8. 80) took part in this survey. More than half of
the participants (54. 3%) were male (Mage=32. 79, SDage=9. 11) and the remaining (44. 9%) were
female (Mage=29. 99, SDage=8. 12). More than four-fifths (82. 2%) participants were Hindu, 10.
9% were Buddhists, and the remaining were from other religions or atheists. Among all, 5% did
not reveal their ethnicity, 29% were Baun, 19. 6% were Chhetri, 17. 4% were Newar, 7. 4% were
Tamang, 4. 3% were Magar, and the remaining others were from diverse ethnicity like Tharu,
Sherpa, Rai, Limbu, Gurung, Janjati, Dalit, Muslim and Madhesi. One-third (33. 8%) participants
were teachers, 9. 6% were from medical field, 20. 7% (including civil servants) did some service
jobs, 7. 6% identified themselves as workers such as seamster or home maid, 2. 2% were army, 2.
0% were tour/trekking guide, and the remaining were managers, CAs, drivers, engineers, trainers,
audit associates, accountants, social workers, researchers, artists, writers, consultants, attendants,
businesspersons, and so on. The sociodemographic item to fill up profession was open-ended.
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So, the answers were eclectic. Nearly one-third (32. 2%) participants lived in joint families, 66.
8% lived in nuclear families, and the remaining did not reveal the family type. More than half
(57. 8%) participants were married, 40. 7% were single and the remaining did not reveal their
marital status.

Procedure

The research was planned as survey. The questionnaire was made including demographic details
and three psychological tests. A network of students was deployed to collect data. They approached
the participants. The informed consent was taken from them. After the employees from various
organizations completed the questionnaire, their data was entered into Excel and organized in it.

Data Analysis

Model 4 of PROCESS macro (Hayes, 2018) in SPSS was used for mediation analysis with 50000
bootstrap samples. Data from Excel was imported into SPSS and analyzed.

Results

Table 1 shows summary of job satisfaction, life satisfaction and individual work performance.
The means, standard deviations and quartiles have been reported.

Table 2 shows the bivariate correlations between the variables. All correlations were significant.
So, they are able to predict each other.

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Each component of IWP was tested as a predictor in the mediation model with life satisfaction
as mediator. With task performance, both direct, B=. 92, 95% CI [. 81,1. 04] and indirect,
B=. 21, 91% CI [. 17,. 26] effects were significant. Nearly one-fifth (18. 58%) of the effect was
from mediation. Task performance predicted life satisfaction significantly, b=. 38, t=12. 01, p?.
001 with 5. 90% variance. Task performance, b=. 92, t=15. 75, p?. 001 and life satisfaction, b=.
56, t=14. 82, p?. 001 predicted job satisfaction significantly with 21. 17% variance.

With contextual performance, both direct, B=. 36, 95% CI [. 28,. 43] and indirect, B=. 12, 95%
CI [. 09,. 15] effects were significant. Nearly one-fourth (24. 8%) effect was from mediation.
Contextual performance significantly predicted life satisfaction, b=. 18, t=9. 27, p?. 001 with 3.
6% variance. Job satisfaction was significantly predicted by contextual performance, b=. 36, t=9.
49, P?. 001 and life satisfaction, b=. 64, t=16. 48, p?. 001 with 15. 96% variance.

With counterproductive behaviors, both direct, B=-28, 95% CI [-36, -. 19] and indirect, B=-.
08, 95% CI [-. 12, -. 05] effects were significant. Nearly one-fourth (22. 8%) effect was from
mediation. Counterproductive behaviors significantly predicted life satisfaction, b=-12, t=-4. 98,
p?. 001 with 1. 07% variance. Job satisfaction was significantly predicted by counterproductive
behaviors, b=-. 28, t=-6. 16, p?. 001, and life satisfaction, b=. 68, t=17. 68, p?. 001 with 14. 09%
variance.

With total score of individual work performance also, the mediation model was significant: direct
effect, B=. 39, 95% CI [. 35,. 44], indirect effect, B=. 09, 95% CI [. 07,. 11]. Nearly, one-fifth
(18. 96%) effect was from mediation. Individual work performance significantly predicted life
satisfaction, b=. 17, t=13. 77, p?. 001 with variance of 7. 61%. Job satisfaction was significantly
predicted by individual work performance, b=. 39, t=48. 27, p?. 001 and life satisfaction, b=. 53,
t=14. 01, p?. 001 with 21. 93% variance.

Conclusion and Discussion

The conclusion is that life satisfaction can mediate relationship between individual work
performance (or all its three domains) and job satisfaction. The positive spillover effect is clearly
seen and the confidence in the concept has increased. The practical implication is that organizations
need to focus to increase employees’ life satisfaction because it is a significant contributor of job
satisfaction. Past studies have provided the similar conclusions. Work-life balance can contribute
to both life and job satisfaction (Haar et al. , 2014). Work-life conflict is negatively associated
with life and job satisfaction (Mari€ et al. , 2021).

There are few limitations in this study. The psychological test taken to assess work performance may
have low content validity in that work performance can cover more domains including technical
performance, communication, motivation, leadership and management performance (Campbell
& Wiernik, 2015) than it considered. The study does not deal with specific occupations and is a
generic analysis. The future studies can test the same hypothesis in particular occupations. The
sample was made by convenient method. So, the generalizability should be cautiously considered.
Some sampling bias may affect the external validity. For example, the sample may be inclined
more to urban areas and private employees. The future studies can check if other life-related
aspects such as marital satisfaction, parents-children relationship, and settlement arrangement can
mediate the relationship between individual work performance and job satisfaction or relationship
between other work-related variables.
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A Review of Administrative Reforms in Developing Countries

Abstract

This article explores administrative reform in developing nations, identifies common difficulties,
and explains broad trends using content analysis of official statements. According to the literature,
a lack of political will and commitment on the part of political actors and bureaucrats frequently
truncates potential reform achievements. Similarly, the reformers' insufficient stakeholder
involvement and misalignment of aims and implementation tactics are the identified area of
improvement. It is critical to identify and resolve issues that are impeding the implementation
of successful administrative reforms. This article provides a better understanding of the barriers
to the successful implementation of reforms in developing nations. Furthermore, it acts as a
guide for reform implementers, policymakers, and practitioners in order to achieve meaningful
reform outcomes. A review of reform attempts reveals unimpressive results based on a poor
implementation record of accomplishment due to inconsistencies in reform approaches and
objectives. Among these inconsistencies are bureaucratic conventions, the replication of Western
administrative rationalism in form if not in content, and a lack of regard to traditional, cultural,
religious, and political settings of administration. The analysis provides several recommendations
to improve the results of reform efforts, including encouraging employee participation in reform
decisions, improving diagnostic data collection, providing specialized training for employees
responsible for managing reform, soliciting unwavering political commitment, developing
incentive systems, and replacing the piecemeal approach with an integrated approach.

Introduction

Administrative reform initiatives aim to minimize red tape, lessen unneeded costs brought on by
paperwork and bureaucracy, and simplify and clarify regulations. Its ultimate goal is to support the
rule of law, effectiveness, and settings that are economically enabling. The effective development
of these techniques is hampered by a variety of obstacles. The majority of obstacles are present
in many nations, which can make one believe that these similarities allow for the implementation
of similar techniques to overcome them. Each nation must create its own model and include other
people's experiences when discussing specific challenges and policy solutions in order to properly
implement administrative simplification.

Accordingly, administrative reforms, reorganization, restructuring, institutional reforms,
and public administration were chosen as dominant keywords based on regional peculiarity.
Administrative reform is common language in public administration, and its practice has
dominated cross-national government activity since the ancient era (Farazmand, 1999). In order
to meet stakeholder expectations for better services and respond to innovation, Kroll and Pasha
(2019) claim that administrative reform is necessary in public organizations. Unsurprisingly,
administrative reform is still an essential part of how governments operate today. This is due to
an increase in citizen demand for greater service delivery, which has put strain on administrative

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systems around the world (Azizuddin, 2012). Administrative change is difficult to conceptualize
from a conceptual standpoint since it signifies different things to different individuals. Even
among scholars, the notion has elicited differing interpretations since various scholars conceived
of it differently (Caiden, 1991). Surprisingly, the underlying goal is undeniably global: "removing
roadblocks and developing better ways of doing things. " Administrative reform has remained a
focal point in the lives of all nation-states (Liviu, 2015).

Administrative reform is a fundamental claim of modern societies, but tactics for attaining such
reform that are broadly applicable are far from uniformly defined. The purpose of this research
is to find out how particular developing countries define ideas and strategies for increasing
administrative capacities. Using the formal records of seven developing countries, this analysis
reveals common elements of administrative reform efforts, analyses proposed reform techniques,
and develops common patterns and logical explanations in the middle of each country's changing
circumstances (Jreist, 2004). Administrative reform is defined in this context as a deliberate policy
and action to change organizational structures, processes, and behavior to improve administrative
capacity for efficient and effective performance. When compared to the notion of administrative
reform as 'artificial inducement of administrative transformation despite resistance,' the advantage
of this description is its operational thrust (Caiden, 1969, p. 8). The system's legitimate authority
typically sanctions substantive reforms, whether brought about by internal organizational factors
or external environmental forces. In addition to 'reform,' other phrases (such as 'development' or
'change') are employed in the literature without a clear denotation of the start of one thought and
the conclusion of another (Jreist, 2004).

Literature Review

Since the 1980s, corporate reformers who dominate government policy agendas around the world
have been preaching the gospel of private market efficiency. The 1990s saw a more sophisticated
and comprehensive range of such reform initiatives. However, many countries, particularly those
in Latin America and Asia, are recognizing the flaws of the pure marketplace philosophy and
the private sector efficiency model in public administration and are now taking a more balanced
approach to administrative reform in governance. The core themes of justice, fairness, and
market failure are returning, as governments understand that the lives of the majority, regular
citizens, cannot be overlooked in favor of the few, the powerful particularistic interest group elites
(Farazmand, 2002).

In the face of globalization, governments in both rich and developing countries have undertaken
substantial administrative reforms and reorganizations to simplify their public sectors by reducing
their size, function, and activities, which have helped ordinary residents worldwide for decades.
No one can deny the necessity to reform traditional governmental structure and administration, and
reform is always necessary to improve administrative machinery, reduce or eliminate redundancy
and waste, and increase productivity in public sector management. However, the great push
in the 1980s from the United States and Britain to privatize, marketwise, commercialize, and
contract out public sector tasks was driven by ideological as well as economic underpinnings of
the marketplace as the supreme institution in controlling the economy (Farazmand, 2002).

Therefore, a more balanced trend of administrative reform is gradually emerging that reflects
caution and pragmatic approaches to government administration that must serve the broad-based
public interests in nations. This is true even though the "new public management to new public
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service" movement has grown and has been based on the corporate management ideology of
the private sector and citizens, community and civil society. Privatization, commercialization,
marketization, and contracting out, along with a variety of institutional changes, all contribute to
the global spread of this new ideological tendency. Under the direct influence of globally dominant
superpowers like the United States and other Western donors, the World Bank, the International
Monetary Fund, and the World Trade Organization have forced nearly all less developed and
developing countries to structurally adapt their governments and administrative systems to these
new global trends that promote globalization and increase the power and profit of globalizing
corporate elites in the field of good governance.

Many studies have found that most reforms fail to generate the anticipated outcome (Kroll &
Pasha 2019). For example, Kamaruddin et al. (2017) confirmed that the majority of reform
measures did not result in significant changes on numerous occasions. Simply put, they frequently
generate an unsatisfying outcome. Except in a few situations, Ramos, Milanesi, and Ibarra (2021)
pointed to Caiden, Hyden, and Kamaruddin's claims that most reform outcomes do not result in
predicted gains. As a result, the quality of services provided has deteriorated, affecting livelihoods
particularly in Sub-Saharan Africa. This issue exemplifies what Mundial (1989) referred to as
a governance crisis in the context of service delivery (inability of the state to meet the basic
needs of the people). This oddity is just a symptom of a failing service delivery and governance
structure. Against this backdrop, this paper tries to investigate numerous variables that have
hampered the achievement of an enviable administrative reform outcome. Kim and Han (2015),
for example, observe that the local settings, in which reform efforts are approved, interpreted,
accepted, legitimized, and concretized for implementation impact their success. Based on earlier
research, it became obvious that there has been little attention paid to the aggregate essential
elements impeding administrative reform measures in the power industry. As a result, in order to
address this void, this page compiles crucial issues that have impeded previous reform initiatives.

The fundamental tenets of any reform endeavor are captured by the conceptual definitions. For the
sake of this analysis, this article was in line with Jooste's (2008) conceptual justification because
its meaning encompasses the justification for reform initiatives: restructuring, transformation, and
change in the status quo. Scholars like (Mendez & Bachler, 2011; Imasato, Martins & Pieranti,
2011; Neshkova & Kostadinova, 2012) maintain that adoption of administrative reform in the
power sector is essential for any countries that seek to achieve sustained growth and national
development, despite the challenges and difficulties that have characterized its implementation.
Additionally, the nation's continue to experience tremendous pressure to reform because of
the public' increased need for better services. In general, academics have acknowledged that
although administrative change promises to enhance the delivery of energy services, the results
are frequently detrimental. According to Hyden (2013), there are significant hurdles and problems
involved in executing public sector reform in every setting. Kim and Han (2015) concur that
unforeseen outcomes of administrative reform are frequent. This enviably tasked the academics
with figuring out what factors contributed to failed attempts to overhaul the public sector delivery
system. For instance, Caiden (2014) claims that administrative improvements frequently fall short
or only partially succeed. Peter (1991), who agrees with Caiden's position, asserts that reform
actions frequently fall short of the high expectations people have of them. Similar to this, Kim
and Han (2015) downplay the high hopes for the reform agenda when they claim that the action
frequently results in unforeseen repercussions.
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Objective: The major objective of this article is to review the global initiatives for administrative
reform in developing countries. This article examines the outcome, pros, and cons of different
reform initiates made in the respective countries to draw a conclusion.

Method: This article is based on the review of existing literature was undertaking based on
secondary data and information. This article is analyzed the findings of previous research work
most especially in a thematic approach. The review relies heavily on the secondary method of
data collection other relevant documents published in national and international platforms.

Discussion
Factors in Politics and Bureaucracy

Political will has been described in a variety of ways and situations across academic disciplines
(Treadway, 2012). According to policy studies, political will occurs when a large enough group
of decision-makers who share a common understanding of a specific issue on the formal agenda
agree to supporting a potentially useful policy solution (Post et al. , 2010). When political actors
demonstrate a credible intent to advance or obstruct change at a systemic level and are motivated to
act strategically and goal-directed to further their own agendas and objectives, which by their very
nature involves risking their relational or reputational capital, political will is said to be present
(Treadway 2012: 533). (Kpundeh, 1998). Determinable policies therefore depend on the political
will of those within the government who can defeat inertia and industrial pressure (Kingdon,
1984). According to this point of view, any change in policy must be supported by politicians’
sustained commitment. The literature on public policy and administration underlines the need for
this commitment (Kickert, 2011). Pollitt and Bouckaert (2011: 25) as a crucial component of their
influential model of public management reform cited political party ideas. They outlined the need
for political parties to have ideas about the type of government they would like to have, including
themes like organization, style, and procedure (p. 32). However, they differ from bureaucrats in
how they view topics like competitive bidding and privatization (Pierre et al. , 2017). Politician's
claim they wish to "decentralize and put authority closer to the people," "reduce bureaucracy," or
even adopt more specific plans, such setting up a particular ministry or agency for different causes
(Pollitt and Bouckaert, 2017: 32). The conservative governments of Thatcher (1979-1990) in the
United Kingdom, Reagan (1980-88) in the United States, and Mulroney (1984—1993) in Canada
are frequently cited as examples (Savoie, 1994). For each of these attempts at reform, legislators
drew from a huge reservoir of ideas from a range of sources (Pollitt and Bouckaert, 2017: 30).

However, there are many other barriers to administrative reform. Although some reasons for
failure appear to be widespread, administrative reform is unlikely to be effective in areas where
those issues were prevalent. According to Caiden's (1979; 2014) research, there are certain
universal elements that affect all reform proposals, including a lack of resources, a high level
of administrative misconduct, and persistent societal disputes. The synergy between politics and
administration undoubtedly affects the outcome of change, thus, it is impossible to disregard the
impact of politics on administration. (Trefon, 2010); McCulloch et al. (2017), who attributed
underestimating of complexities in political culture as impediments to administrative reform,
supported this claim. In addition, Hesse (2005) study made reference to the earlier submission by
scholars when he identified important factors that primarily determine successful reform initiatives
to include the following: "(1) strong political will and support from elites; (2) logical organization
of proposed innovation programmes; (3) a reasonable, well-capitulating modernization process;
and (4) designed innovation within critical policy areas. " (5) A shift in the government's mindset,

a reorientation of its values, more competence and knowledge, and increased accountability. The
argument made by Hesse (2005) and Andrews (2013) was supported by Ahmed (2009), who
argued that the failure to demonstrate political will during the formulation and implementation of
the policy was to blame for the anomalies that led to ongoing setbacks in the effort to speed up the
efficient delivery of basic utilities.

Lack of Stakeholders Consultations in the Reform Initiatives

According to Muhammed (2012), successful government administrative reform has not yielded
far-reaching results since it was carried out in isolation and secrecy, with no route for important
stakeholders to actively participate in the implementation process. This argument was supported
further by Caiden's (1979) study, which found that administrative reform had no significant
impact, not because the tactics were improper, inaccurate, or implemented by incompetent
reformers, but because critical stakeholders provided insufficient support. When this occurs, the
reformer must face stiff opposition and overwhelming odds, and the actions, of course, become
emasculated. As a result, the United Nations (2015) emphasised the importance of all-inclusive
synergy among stakeholders in the implementation phase in realising reform objectives. The
submission of Asatryan et al. (2017) supports Sangita's claim that the degree of stakeholder
engagement determines the success of reform efforts. This implies that a successful reform effort
should seek strategic collaboration between the reformer and vested interest/parties. However, if
not, the reform has a low chance of success.

Institutional Weaknesses

From a different perspective, Damar's (2008) study brought to light the expanding discrepancy
between the rhetoric of reformers and the reality of implementation due to the implementers'
inadequate comprehension of reform tactics. Because of this mismatch, predefined reform
objectives have been frustrated, which has helped to achieve the desired result. In contrast, the
following academics (Ellinas & Suleiman, 2008; Pollitt & Buckaert, 2004; Levy, 2000; Cini,
2004; Khan, 2011) enviably backed this position. Alex (2006) enumerates the issues with past
reforms, including ineffective leadership, political instability, excessive government meddling,
a lack of accountability, and an insufficient devolution of power from the center to the levels of
government. From a different angle, Mbah (2016) emphasized the significance of administrative
reform and concurred that the development of the economy and politics is significantly influenced
by the effectiveness of the administrative system. He added that doing so is necessary to meet the
population's developmental preferences and demands. Guma (2012) says that, in addition to the
points made previously by Riggs (1993), administrative reform in Africa is vulnerable to failure
because of a unique set of parochial, ethnocentric views and practices. Given that administrative
methods are reliant on social norms and cultural traditions, it would be very difficult to completely
reject this claim. In their submission, Alberts, Davila, and Valenzuela (2021) backed up the claim
that weak institutions have hampered deliberate public sector reform.

External Pressure: What It Means

According to Zamor and Khator (1994), the majority of reform efforts in developing nations are
foreign-instigated (under external pressure from the IMF or World Bank) and lack local content.
This abundantly raises suspicions, and the reform plan was thwarted by populist vested interests.
For instance, Bowornwathana (2013) documented examples where reformers believed that a
strategy for the global reform paradigm that had already been developed could be simply repeated,
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but the outcome demonstrated a discrepancy between expectation and reality. The implication is
that the citizen did not gain anything from the efforts of public reform. If there is a global reform
paradigm that is generally seen as acceptable, academics have fiercely debated it (Kaul, 1996). In
opposition to this claim, academics (Rhodes, 1996; Kaul, 1996; Pollitt & Summa, 1997) do not
believe that a nation's successful reform model can be automatically copied and that rapid success
can be expected. Schick (1998) issued a warning that, despite the administrative reform in New
Zealand's success, other nations cannot adopt this model due to distinct administrative traditions.
It is clear from Bowornwathana's (2013) empirical case along with Rhodes, Pollitt and Summa,
as well as Schick, that the majority of nations are not driven by these crucial empirical cases and
theories. This may be the cause of administrative reform's past failure in most African nations,
which frequently adopt foreign-instigated policies, including administrative reform.

Nepalese Experiences

The country has implemented a variety of reform efforts. From 1952 to 1975, the primary focus of
reform programmes was on establishing organizational structures and enacting civil service acts,
rules, and regulations, which can be characterized as the "classical age of administrative reforms"
(Gautam, 2012). Since the early 1960s, the Nepalese public administration has gone through a
variety of reform committees, commissions, programmes, master plans, task forces, action plans,
and expert teams. Following the changes in the country's political regime, considerable reform
measures were launched. Between 1952 and 1975, four attempts at administrative reform were
made. The focus of this period's reform endeavor was on establishing organizational structures
and developing rules and regulations. Following the 1990 political shift, the Nepalese public
sector experienced six efforts at reform between 1991 and 2004.

Administrative Reform Commission 1991, Governance Reform Program 2001, and its Road Map
2004 were the primary reform initiatives that introduced NPM ideals and performance emphasis
into Nepalese civil service. Another political movement occurred in April 2006, which changed
the country's political system from monarchy to republic. Following the dramatic shift of the
country's political regime, the government undertook three additional reform measures in 2006,
2007, and 2008. However, the proposals of these reform measures have yet to be adopted and
implemented by the administration. An analysis of public administration reform trajectories in
Nepal reveals that suggestions given by the reform committee, commission, task force, master
plan, reform programme, road map, and study reports have a very poor record of accomplishment
of implementation. The mandated proposals for Nepalese bureaucracy reforms have proven to
be less effective in implementation. The country's tumultuous political development has had a
significant impact on the reform agenda of public administration. Political actors launched many
reform projects following changes in the political regime in order to give people hope and to
introduce trust in the population in the changing political climate.

Summary and Conclusion

There is no doubt that there is a growing interest in administrative reform as the global need
for improved service delivery grows. However, research from several experts demonstrated the
multifaceted character of administrative reform hurdles. The problems have two dimensions:
universal and appear specific. Based on the findings, it is clear that people's terrible living
conditions in any country are the result of inadequate governance and an ineffective administrative
structure. Thus, researchers appear to agree that the administrative system can only be successful if
important actors demonstrate significant political will and commitment. Likewise, the reformer's
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ability to comprehend the political culture of the local setting. The current state building and
reorganization is designed to ensure that every Nepalese citizen must have simple and easy access
to the possibilities guaranteed by the Constitution of Nepal, including services, facilities, and
general security provided by the state, but the execution and efforts are still in vain from the
objectives and recommendations. In the latter part of 2017 and 2022, there were general elections
at the federal, provincial, and local levels. Since there is still disagreement among the political and
administrative players over how to convert the long-standing unitary administrative system into a
federal style of administration, not all federal, provincial, and local administrative infrastructures
have been established. Furthermore, more developing countries that have a history of foreign-
induced policies and instances of external pressure to reform are vulnerable to unforeseen
reform results. This is not surprising given that the reform strategy's contents may violate their
administrative and political cultures; thus, the reformer faces implementation challenges due to
significant opposition from vested interests. As nations attempt to develop their administrative
systems in order to achieve national objectives, vital issues of this sort cannot be treated lightly.
It is not an exaggeration to claim that administration prepares the way for good governance,
which represents effective, efficient, responsive, and citizen-friendly delivery of public goods and
services (World Bank, 1997; Putnam, 2000). Surprisingly, none of these components of effective
governance and development would not be realized without inclusive administrative reform
execution.

Finally, rather than a piecemeal approach to reforming modern organizations and administrative
behavior, administrative reform in the devloping countries must be based on a systems
perspective. In the analysis and prescriptions for change, the systems view takes into account
people, organizations, processes, interactions, and the relevant external environment. This may be
the only way for developing nations to give a comprehensive and integrated strategy to improving
administrative capacity and establishing indigenous, exploratory management ideas and practices.
Such theories and practices cannot be imitated, but must evolve independently (converging or
diverging from Western theories and practices) in accordance with their objectives and criteria.
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Participatory Budgeting: A Mechanism to Minimize Organizational
Learning Pathologies in the Local Level of Nepal

Abstract

Participatory budgeting ensures peoples right,choice and voice in development and governance.
It fosters community cohesion, innovation, social entrepreneurship, and restores trust in
government. Furthermore, it is also considered as an instrument to integrate the elements
of representative and direct democracy. In Nepal, participatory budgeting was officially
introduced for the first time through Local Self Governance Act in 1999. The impetus behind its
inception was the constitutional fiat and the pressure from donor agencies. But this approach
couldnot create developmental value at all. This approach is often opposed by elected local
representatives due to their feelings of being sidelined, specialized knowledge and technology
has posed a serious challenge on its meaningful implementation, they may lack knowledge
of making difficult socio-economic and political decisions workload increases administrators
negative view of participatory budgeting, local officials exert substantial influence over local
budgeting through formulation and implementation.

Introduction

Participatory budgeting, essentially is a social transformation and a broader set of institutional
reform that seeks the inputs of citizens in the process of allocating resources, prioritizing broad
social policies, and monitoring public spending. It provides citizens with the opportunity to
negotiate with public officials on the allocation of the public resources and solving the pressing
social and political problems. As a participatory device it provides a necessary answer, a corrective,
to the democratic deficit of representative democracy. It aligns budgetary decisions with actual
citizen priorities and values. Often described as a real time interaction between officials and
citizens, it allows agencies and community organizations to discover shared interests. A step
ahead, it provides platform for all relevant stakeholders to share their viewpoints, develop raw
opinions into practicable decisions, and build a sense of inclusion, social justice and social
solidarity. It fosters community cohesion, innovation, social entrepreneurship, and restores trust
in government. In this process any interested citizens can participate, can exercise specific votes
in favor of projects, governments make a commitment to implement projects selected by citizens
and addresses the issue of social justice. Gathering citizen opinions, deliberation and adjustment,
budget resolution, and budget evaluation and feedback are its four ongoing stages.

As an instrument to integrate the elements of representative and direct democracy, participatory
budgeting was born in the Brazilian city of Porto Alegre in 1989. Since then this democratic
innovation has travelled globally with exceptional rapidity. In the 2000, participatory budgeting
gained immense importance and eventually attracted the attention of international development
agencies. Thousands of cities in the world have already piloted or planning to adopt this
participatory instrument. Cities in Europe welcomed this very social transformation strategy as the
"return of caravels". Worldwide, participatory budgeting is practiced in the forms like proximity

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participation, consultation on public finance, multi stakeholder participation, and community
participatory budgeting. Although the process depend on local context and conditions and vary all
over the world, it has some common prerequisites: the financial dimensions has to be discussed,
the city level has to be involved, the process has to be repeated, there has to be some form of
public deliberation, and some accountability is required. It has three central features: structure of
open meetings, yearly cycle, and combination of deliberation and representation.

Rowe and Frewer (2005) offer three forms of citizen participation in the context of local budgeting
namely, public communication, public consultation, and public dialogue and negotiation. While
the former is a one way information dissemination approach where the government convey budget
information to the public with the primary purpose to inform and educate them, the latter is a
process where information flows from public to government. Before that, public input regarding
the budget is solicited. Public dialogue and negotiation, on the other hand is a deliberative process
which advocates for public opinions that are to be understood and transformed into reasonable
recommendations to influence the final budgetary decisions. Participatory budgeting relies to
the great extent on the participation of ordinary people, fosters reason based decision making,
and tries to tie action to decision making to become what Fung and Wright called 'Empowered
Deliberative Democracy (EDD)'". Broadly, it covers wide range of areas, from cafe conversations
to legislative discussions.

Participatory budgeting is a tool for local empowerment and representation. At its heart it
has effective citizen participation in policy development and decision making. It allows the
participation of non elected citizens in the conception and allocation of the public purse. It invites
citizens to request information they care about, articulate their own positions, provide open-ended
feedback to public authorities, and to anticipate the constraints faced by their community. It
shortens the physical and emotional difference between constituents and their representatives and
helps to address the policy needs of groups that are politically weak. This principal-agent dialogue
is a useful mechanism to increase accountability in contested areas. In this process, participants
bridge divides that exist among them in pursuit of common good. More importantly, it improves
local government's organizational learning by increasing the ability of governments to improve in
the field of decision making. In the local governments of Nepal where roles and responsibilities
are ambiguously assigned, expenditure responsibilities are not matching with the revenue
capacity, inter-governmental fiscal transfers are not reliable, and officials cannot correctly gauge
citizens opinions and preferences, participatory budgeting can minimize organizational learning
pathologies and aid to combat a range of malaises like political disenchantment, political apathy,
citizens' dissatisfaction and distrust. It can foster transparency and accountability by opening the
backdoors of budgeting process.

In Nepal, participatory budgeting was officially introduced for the first time through Local Self
Governance Act in 1999. The impetus behind its inception was the constitutional fiat and the
pressure from donor agencies. The act invited the sovereign Nepalese people to participate in the
process of governance by the way of decentralization. However, the eruption of internal conflict
in the early 2000 halted the local level election and detached the citizens from the process of
decision making for long time. It led them to be mistrustful to collective action and become
mostly passive receivers of public service than to be active developers. Later, federalism has
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encouraged local units for citizen participation. Since then the role of citizens in the budget
process has steadily widened. As per the provision of Local Government Operation Act, 2017,
every local units have to conduct county level meetings under the responsibility of an elected
municipal assembly member before accumulating the public priorities at the ward level. The
county level meetings should engage citizens and social organizations to discuss the priority of
different local projects and agree on the expenditure plan. Legally, Nepalese citizens are granted
with the power to decide project or priorities of their needs. Although the country had geared up
for the public participation process around more than two decades ago, its outcome remained
sub-optimal nationwide.

All the local levels of Nepal are all set to present their annual policy, programs and budget in
the municipal assembly by Asad 10 as per the mandatory provision of the Constitution of Nepal,
2015. Participatory budgeting process in such annual budgeting has become ritual throughout
its inception because of various reasons. First, this approach is often opposed by elected local
representatives due to their feelings of being sidelined. They feel threatened by the citizens' direct
participation as they believe they lose at least some decision making space. Second, specialized
knowledge and technology has posed a serious challenge on its meaningful implementation.
Since contemporary budgeting is inherently complex and difficult to understand, general people
may not have sufficient knowledge and budgetary expertise for effective input and speedy
budgetary adjustments and decisions. Moreover, they may lack knowledge of making difficult
socio-economic and political decisions. Hence there is always the chance of the process being
underestimated. Third, dominant member of the community always monopolize the floor leaving
the feelings of majority people unspoken. In the similar vein, attendance is either low or non
representative in such deliberations. Hence local public could not perform on their responsibility
of co-producers of public services and co-deciders of political decisions. A majority of populace
still does not express its real preferences on annual budgetary priorities. Fourth, workload increases
administrators negative view of participatory budgeting. They are not pleased to share budgetary
information due to lack of time and resources. Fifth, local officials exert substantial influence
over local budgeting through formulation and implementation. They are often blamed for opaque
decision making. Public officials see themselves as responsible agent for satisfying citizen desires
to the extent possible. Finally, it is believed that local governments have to allocate one to ten
percent of the overall implemented budget for participatory budgeting process. However, only
small percentage of budget is allocated for the process in Nepal.

Allinall, local governments in Nepal require central government encouragement, strong leadership
and frequent interaction and communication between them and the experts to multiply the positive
outcomes of participatory budgeting. The traditional public hearing process should be redirected
to two way deliberative communication between officials and citizens. Moreover, officials should
realize that citizens are not merely passive information recipients but also active contributors to
public affairs. Local government could introduce e - budget portals so that they can incorporate
and aggregate citizens budgetary preferences. They could even form a budget participation citizen
committee for public deliberation process. Apart from that, community organizations and NGOs
could set up a learning forum to educate residents on budgetary complexities. Public officials
need to take risks and change their conventional way of getting things done rather than being
more cautious, more indecisive, more bureaucratic, and less capable of responding effectively to
people's needs. They have to remain faithful on constituents' mandates.
